Public Comment:
Catherine Timpani (McGrail)

212 S. Birmingham Avenue
Commented on the West View Water  break that occurred on Christmas Day.  The safety of the street and its residents, lack of garbage pickup and the inability to use her driveway.  All conditions are unacceptable and will continue to attend the meetings until the situation is remedied. Council and management explained the issues with West View Water and their lack of repairing streets when breaks occur. Much of the delay to date is due to the Christmas and New Year Holiday. West View Water has instructed us not to touch the road until they view the situation. We will be evaluating the situation with the sanitary and storm sewers before opening the street to determine the extent of the damage. We are working with Waste Management for an acceptable garbage collection solution for S. Birmingham, Eugene and Hemlock.  Streets Chairman and Fire Chief evaluated the fire and ambulance situation and a plan is in place. Any repairs cannot be done at this point due to the asphalt batch plants closed for the season.
Also discussed the need to patch the alleys now being used more during this disruption to S. Birmingham. Borough agreed Strawberry Alley needs some improvement for this use.
